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Criminal Justice at Rutgers University

The School of Criminal Justice at Rutgers is committed to developing and
applying criminological theories, professional knowledge and analytical and
problem-solving techniques to the reduction of crime and its impact. Our work
prevents crime and disorder, and promotes safety, security, justice, and their
attendant values.

Since its establishment more than 30 years ago, The Rutgers School of Criminal
Justice has become one of the country’s premier criminal justice programs with
very original research, expert faculty, and the ability to inform and contribute

to public policy. These strengths create a unique learning environment where
students can participate in sophisticated, multi-disciplinary research with some
of the field’s leading academic minds.

During the past two decades the field of criminal justice has grown to recognize
the interconnectedness of many of society’s most pressing and urgent prob-
lems. Crime and punishment, safety and security, deviance, social disorder,
and civil rights - these are some of the most significant challenges facing our
society. Addressing these complexities crosses social, political and economic
boundaries. We provide students with an inter-disciplinary education to increase
understanding, reduce crime and improve justice. We seek to ensure that our
work inside the University contributes to these academic and practical goals
locally, nationally, even globally.

Today, criminal justice researchers are addressing far- ranging topics such

as terrorism and the impact of globalization on our safety and security; the
implications of crime for a city that is undergoing economic revitalization; and
the role that mental illness can and does play in incidents of family violence.
The faculty at the Rutgers School of Criminal Justice come from a variety of
disciplines and perspectives, and many of its members have performed partner-
ships with others within and outside the university, tapping into a tremendous
pool of resources and expertise. These partnerships will be the key to finding
long lasting, creative solutions to some of these complex issues.

Program Summary

The doctoral program in criminal justice requires students to complete a
minimum of 72 credits towards the degree. All requirements for the Doctor of
Philosophy should be completed within seven (7) years of the first matricula-
tion in the criminal justice Ph.D. program.

Coursework

Ph.D. students take four required courses (12 credits). The required courses
include Intermediate Statistics, Advanced Research Methods, Theories of Crime
and Criminality and Law in the Criminal Justice System. In addition to the
required courses, students must take twelve elective courses (36 credits).

Qualifying Examination

Students must pass a written essay-type Qualifying Examination covering the
three areas of the curriculum, Research Methods and Statistics, Crime and
Criminality and Law and the Criminal Justice System.

Core Area

After successful completion of the Qualifying Examination, the student submits
a Core Area proposal to the Ph.D. committee via the graduate director defining
a subject area within the curriculum (a "core area”). While the possible core
area topics are not restricted, there are certain guiding criteria in choosing one.
It should not be so broad as to constitute a field of study in itself, e.g., juvenile
offenders, violence, organized crime, etc. It should also, at the other extreme,
not be so narrow as to be but a tiny segment of a field of study, e.g., treating
juvenile sex offenders in New Jersey, preventing date rape, or mob infiltration
of the Teamsters Union, etc. While broad enough to have a research literature
of its own, it should not be so broad as to make infeasible the student’s ability
to master that literature. The core area should be one in which the student has
sufficient interest as to envision it as a possible foundation for dissertation
research, and/or as a possible research agenda for the future. Upon approval

of the Core Area proposal, the Dean appoints three faculty members to work
with the student to establish a study and examination plan. The student is then
evaluated on their command of the material in their core area. The evaluation
format is an eight-hour essay examination.

Dissertation

Once the Core Area Exam has been successfully completed, the student is
expected to complete an original research project in the form of a doctoral
dissertation. Students are required to complete twenty-four (24 credits) in dis-
sertation research. Working under faculty direction, each candidate will pursue
an original investigation of a problem within his or her area of concentration

and present the results of this investigation in a dissertation. The first step in
the dissertation process is to form the committee. The committee consists of
the Dissertation Chairperson and three more dissertation committee members.
The outside member should be a member of the Rutgers graduate faculty, or
can be someone from outside Rutgers. The second major step at the disserta-
tion stage is the development of a dissertation prospectus (research plan). The
prospectus explains what the candidate intends to study, its importance to the
field, proposed methods of investigation, and a review of the relevant literature.
Once the prospectus is completed, the doctoral candidate presents and defends
it at a scheduled meeting that is open to students and faculty. At the success-
ful defense of the prospectus, the application for admission to candidacy must
be submitted to the Chairperson of the Ph.D. committee. The third major step
of the dissertation process is the execution of the prospectus. This includes
collecting data, analyzing it as described in the prospectus, and reporting the
results and implications. Once this has been completed, students schedule the
dissertation defense.

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THE DOCTORAL PROGRAM

General Requirements
The criminal justice Ph.D. program consists of the following
Six components:
1. Enrollment
2. Coursework
3. Qualifying(Examination)
4. Core Area (Examination)
5. Dissertation (Defense)
6. Graduation

The sequence for completing the doctoral program in criminal justice cov-

ers a four-year period. In the first two terms, the student takes the required
courses (12 credits) and at least two electives. In the third term, the student
takes additional electives and the Qualifying Examination. In the term in which
the Qualifying Examination is completed, the student submits the Core Area
Proposal. If the proposal is approved, a chair and two other members of the
core area committee, are appointed. This committee guides the student further,
including writing and grading the core area exam. During the third year, the
student completes the course work for the Ph.D. and takes the Core Area Exami-
nation. After the student has successfully completed the Core Area Examination
a dissertation committee is formed. A student’s dissertation committee will

be responsible for evaluating the dissertation plan and recommending any
additional requirements. At the end of the third year, the student presents a dis-
sertation prospectus. In the fourth year, the dissertation is defended. The Ph.D.
process is outlined in Appendix A.

Specific credit requirements include the following:

e The Ph.D. in criminal justice requires a minimum of 72 credits for the doctorate.
e 48 credits in required and elective courses must be taken towards the degree.
e 24 credits in dissertation research must be taken toward the degree.

e No more than 3 credits with a grade of C are allowed.

* No credits for undergraduate courses may be used for the degree.

*  No more than 50 percent of a student's formal course work, up to a maximum of
24 credits, may be taken in professional courses (such as law or management).

e Upto 18 graded credits may be transferred from other graduate degree-granting
institutions.

Students must be enrolled full-time for the first year of the program. Full-time
registration is considered 9 credits or more per semester. After the first year,
both full- and part-time enrollment is permitted.

Scholastic Standing
Candidates for the doctorate are expected to show in their course work evidence
of distinction. This should be demonstrated by grades of A in at least half the
formal course work. Grades of B or better will be expected; no more than 3
credits bearing the grade of C (or C+) will be allowed in meeting the require-
ments for the degree.

1. ENROLLMENT

Requirements for Admission
The minimum academic requirement for admission to the School of Criminal
Justice is the completion of a program for a bachelor’s degree in a college
or university accredited by the appropriate regional accrediting association. It
is the policy of the school to admit those students who, in the opinion of the
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Admissions Committee, show promise of succeeding in the program of the
school. Primary consideration is given to the applicant’s scholastic record,
including the distribution and quality of work. Ordinarily, a grade average of B or
better is expected. Additional evidence of potential for graduate study is dem-
onstrated by letters of recommendation, applicable professional experience, and
scores on the Graduate Record Examination. Applicants are advised that it may
not be possible to admit all qualified candidates.

Admission Procedure
Prospective applicants may obtain an application from the Office of Graduate
and Professional Admission, Rutgers, The State University of New Jersey, 249
University Avenue, Newark, NJ 07102-1896; 973/353-5205. Detailed require-
ments and procedures for applying to the doctoral program are contained
in the application packet. All applicants are required to pay a nonrefundable
application fee, which is payable by check or money order to Rutgers, The State
University. Procedures and admission application are located at the Graduate
School-Newark website at http://gsn.newark.rutgers.edu/.

Deadlines
Applicants should refer to the application packet for current deadlines. The
deadline for consideration for assistantships and fellowships is March 1.
International students must submit application materials by November 1 for a
spring term admission, and April 1 for a fall term admission. Deadlines may be
extended if there is sufficient time to render decisions.

International Applicants
International students can be offered admission but will not be issued an 1-20
until satisfactory documentation of finances to meet the full cost of educational
and living expenses has been provided. This must be submitted in original (not
photocopied) form, be current, and be accompanied by an Affidavit of Support.
Foreign applicants attending or recently graduating from another United States
institution are required to submit a Foreign Student Adviser's Report (FSAR)
completed by the appropriate official at the school, along with a copy of the
current 1-20. International applicant deadlines may be earlier and should refer to
the Graduate School-Newark website at http://gsn.newark.rutgers.eduy/.

1a. Admission Acknowledgement Form (AAF)
In order to declare your intent to attend the School of Criminal Justice, you
must return the Admission Acknowledgement Form that was provided in your
Admissions packet. Be sure to confirm your residency status for tuition billing
purposes on the AAF.

1b. Conditions on Admission

In order to secure your admission into the School of Criminal Justice, please
review the ~Conditions on Admission' insert provided in your Admissions
packet. Submit required documents by the deadlines as indicated to the Office
of Graduate Admission, Rutgers University, 249 University Avenue, Newark, NJ
07102-1896.

1c. Health and Immunizations

The Rutgers Student Health Service, located on the first floor of Blumenthal Hall
at 249 University Avenue on the Newark campus, provides medical services for
all full-time students. You can also access information onling at
http://health.newark.rutgers.edu/. Part-time students may become eligible by
paying the student health fee, which includes the basic health insurance plan
charge, to the Office of Student Health Insurance, Hurtado Health Center, Rut-
gers, The State University of New Jersey, 11 Bishop Place, New Brunswick, NJ
08901-1180. The health center is staffed by physicians, nurse practitioners and
registered nurses, health educators, and other professional staff. A wide range of
services is provided, including general primary care, gynecology, health educa-
tion, alcohol and other drug counseling, mental health services, immunizations,
allergy desensitizations, laboratory tests, physical examinations, and referrals

to other providers. Surgical and critical medical conditions are referred to the
student’s personal physician, the proper specialist, or an outside hospital for
treatment.

Please refer to Rutgers Newark Health Services for required immunization infor-
mation. The Immunization Form should be completed and submitted by January
5 if you are entering in the spring semester or by July 30 if you are entering in
the fall. For your convenience, the immunization form can be downloaded at
http://health.rutgers.edu/Immunizations/grad_imm_rec.pdf.

1d. Orientation

Orientation for the School of Criminal Justice is scheduled for the first day

of class. All new students will receive an email invitation from the Office of
Academic and Student Services. Orientation will begin at 9:00 a.m. in room
572 in the Center for Law and Justice. The School of Criminal Justice strongly
recommends all new students attend Orientation. If you have any questions, call
the Office of Academic and Student Services at 973/353-3029.
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1e. Registration
Students’ can register online at hitp://reqgistrar.rutgers.edu/ by following the
Newark link or by calling 973/353-1999. From the web registration site you can
link to the online Schedule of Classes. All first year students are required to reg-
ister for classes with the Graduate Enroliment Coordinator. For your reference,
the School of Criminal Justice course descriptions are provided in Appendix B.
Please refer to the website for all other registration information.

1f. Academic Advisors
All doctoral degree students are advised during their first year by The Graduate
Program Director, who reviews and discusses each first-year student's course
selection during the fall and spring registration periods.
The Graduate Program Director will continue to serve as a doctoral student's
academic adviser until the student chooses an advisor after successfully com-
pleting the core examination. This may or may not be the core area chair. At that
time, the advisor will assume responsibility for the student's future academic
advisement, and the student should consult with the advisor each term prior to
enroliment. If a different faculty member later assumes responsibility as the Dis-
sertation Committee Chairperson, that faculty member will then assume respon-
sibility for future academic advisement. The Ph.D. Committee is responsible for
reviewing annually each student's academic progress.

1g. Student Support
The School of Criminal Justice may offer financial support for newly enter-
ing and continuing doctoral students. The types of support, including source,
amount, qualifications, restrictions, and deadlines are listed below. The School
of Criminal Justice policy guidelines for student support are outlined below.
A continuing doctoral student may apply for a fellowship or assistantship.
Applications are due on or before March 1st. To receive either a fellowship or
assistantship, the student must be matriculating on a full-time basis.

Assistantships
Students wishing to be considered for an assistantship should complete an
Application for Assistantship, available in the Dean’s Office, and forward it to
the Ph.D. Committee by March 1st. Assistants applying for continuing support
should make sure that their supervising faculty member supplies the Chairper-
son of the Ph.D. Committee with a performance evaluation of the past year's

work. Please keep in mind that assistantships are awarded to students dem-
onstrating the ability to perform the work tasks open for assignment. Requests
for assistantships usually surpass available resources. Beginning stipend is
currently $21,400 plus tuition, fees, and medical benefits.

Expectations of Students Receiving Assistantships:
Assistantships are awarded in accordance with the criteria and procedures
described above. An assistantship is both a job and an opportunity to learn.
Assistants are required to spend 15 hours a week on assignments that are
designed to enhance their academic ability.
The normal teaching load for the academic year is three (3) courses. Each
course taught will require 10 hours of preparation time and classroom instruc-
tion. If you are assigned to teach two courses for the semester your 15-hour ob-
ligation is met. If you are assigned to instruct one course for the semester, the
remaining 5 hours will be spent assisting a faculty member in their research.

Fellowships
Both newly entering and continuing doctoral students who have maintained an
academic record of excellence are eligible for fellowship consideration. Fellow-
ships are awarded to those full-time students who have records of academic ex-
cellence and who show potential for continued scholarly achievement. Students
interested in a fellowship should notify, in writing, the Ph.D. Committee by
March 1st. Students should also speak with the Financial Aid office to confirm
any eligibility for assistance through loan and grant programs.
Continuing doctoral students may apply for a University Fellowship through
the Graduate School-Newark. This fellowship carries a stipend of $2,000 plus
tuition remission. Applications are available at the Dean’s Office, School of
Criminal Justice, and should be made to the Dean of the Graduate School-
Newark in Hill Hall before March 1st.

The following fellowships do not require a separate application, the
admissions application is used to determine eligibility.

* Bunche Fellowships, $15,000 plus tuition. University criteria: outstand-
ing African-American, Latina/o, Native American, or Asian-American
U.S. citizen with background of substantial educational or cultural disad-
vantage.

* SCJ Scholarship Awards, given each year, the amount of awards varies,
allot awards to students who have probable financial need and/or who
bring added diversity to the program along a range of dimensions (age,
experience, race, residency, sex.)

* Presidential Fellowship: The President of Rutgers, The State University of
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New Jersey, invites outstanding candidates to apply to Ph.D. programs
for consideration as Presidential Fellows. The fellowship allows for a
$30,000 stipend for 2 years, full tuition remission, medical fee remis-
sion, mentorship in applying for prestigious national and international fel-
lowship, and additional years of support for candidates sustaining good
standing in their program. Successful candidates are expected to have
demonstrated outstanding academic accomplishments and exceptional
promise for success in research in their chosen discipline.

Rutgers Dissertation Fellowship Awards: This award is issued by depart-
ments of the university through the Graduate School-Newark on the basis
of exceptional academic merit, as evidenced by scholarly promise. The
award is for $15,000. External Dissertation Fellowships: These awards
are offered on the basis of exceptional academic merit, as evidenced by
scholarly promise from external funding sources. Amounts vary.

The following fellowships require a separate application. Please contact
the financial aid office for further information.

* Educational Opportunity Fund (EOF): NJ residents who are full time stu-
dents and who received EOF money as an undergrad or can demonstrate
backgrounds of financial or academic hardship. Grants range from $200
to $2,600. Decisions made by the R.U. Financial Aid Office.

* New Jersey State Grant: available to full-time graduate students who are
classified as NJ residents and demonstrate financial need. Grants range
from $200 to $1,000 per year. EOF recipients are not eligible for this.
Determination - R.U. Financial Aid Office

Federal Work Study Community Funding:
Various amounts available for eligible College Study (CWS) funds by the
Financial Aid Office.

Merit-Based Funding for Support of Doctoral Students
The School would like to provide financial assistance to students and does so
within the limit of its resources. This includes support awarded through assis-
tantships, scholarships, fellowships, grants, or other sources.

Determining the Number of Years of Eligibility:
In order to determine the number of years of eligibility for funding support, the
following operational criteria have been established:

1. Students who enter the doctoral program with less than 21 graduate credits
(from Rutgers or another institution) that can be transferred toward the degree
are eligible for a maximum of three years of support.

2. Students who enter the doctoral program with 21 or more credits (from

Rutgers or another institution) that can be transferred toward the degree are
eligible for a maximum of two years of support.

3. Cases in which External Funding Package is Greater Than 3 Years: Students
are eligible for the number of years of support dictated by that funding pro-
gram. For example, the University may provide Excellence fellowships for up
to two years, with the expectation that the School will provide an assistant-
ship for an additional two years. These students will receive a maximum total
of four years of support.

4. Cases Requiring Special Exception: In exceptional cases, the Dean may
approve the award of funding to a student beyond the maximum number of
years specified in the cases above, if the student’s availability to support
grant-funded research is essential to the success of the project. The principal
investigator must demonstrate to the Dean that one of the following situations
exists:

* The role of the student in the development of the project has been such

that selection of another student would be detrimental to the success of
the project.

* The student has been working on the project, and there is no other stu-
dent who is both qualified and eligible for support.

* The student has not been working on the project, but there is no other
student who is both qualified and eligible for support.

Establishing an Annual Order of Merit:

Each year, Ph.D. Committee will establish an order of merit of students who
have requested funding support. Students must apply each year in which they
wish to be considered. Selection for one year does not automatically result in
selection for a subsequent year.

Merit is based upon a student’s academic record, his/her skills and abilities
and, if applicable, past performance in an assistantship. Students deemed to be
meritorious will be listed in rank order and assistantships will be offered based
upon the number available for the coming year.

Students deemed meritorious, but who cannot be offered an assistantship due
to lack of availability, will be given primary consideration for support from
grants within the School. The Dean must approve the offering of grant support
to any student not on the order of the merit list.

Loans (offered through the financial aid office)

To be considered for student loans, file the Free Application for Federal Student
Aid (FAFSA), listing Rutgers University with our federal school code (002629).
For more information about financial aid or to access a computerized scholar-
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ship search database, please visit our website at http://studentaid.rutgers.edu/.
Please contact the Rutgers-Newark Office of Financial Aid at 973/353-5151 if you
have questions.

Need-Based Loans

Federal Direct Student Loans, complete the Free Application for Federal Student

Aid (FAFSA). If you are eligible for a loan, it is credited directly to your account

for tuition, with a check for the balance drawn in your name. Eligibility: US citizen

or eligible non-citizen, enrolled at least half-time (6 credits) per semester, have a
social security number, not in default on prior loans nor owe refunds to federal grant
programs, etc. You must attend an entrance interview and an exit interview. Since
the U.S. Dept. Of Ed. is the lender; all loan repayments are sent directly to the D.0.E.
rather than to several lenders.

Federal Direct Subsidized Stafford Loan, based on financial need. The federal govt.
pays the interest on the loan while you are in school. Interest rate varies; maximum is
8.5%. Borrowers are charged an origination fee of 4%. Students may borrow $18,000
per yr, cumulatively, in both the Federal Direct Unsubsidized Stafford Loan and the
Federal Direct Stafford Loan.

Federal Perkins Loans, (formerly NDSL) awarded on a limited basis to students who
demonstrate need thru the FAFSA. Must be enrolled for a minimum of 6 credits
and be citizens or permanent residents of the U.S. Interest at the rate of 5% simple
begins nine months after the borrower ceases to be enrolled for a minimum of 6
credits. Maximum repayment period is ten years with monthly payments of at least
$30 - $40. Deferment of repayment is permitted for certain kinds of federal service
and cancellation of loans is permitted for certain public services. Must attend an
entrance and an exit interview.

Non-need Based Federal Loan

Federal Direct Unsubsidized Stafford Loan, not based on financial need. All interest
charges must be paid by the student. The interest rate and loan maximums are the
same as for the Federal Perkins Loans.

Short-Term Loans

R.U. Emergency Short-term Loans. The university may be able to provide $300 -
$600 in emergency loans, with an interest rate of 3 percent simple, to be repaid
within the same term. Contact the Financial Aid Office.

1h. Housing

If you plan to live on campus, it is very important that you apply by the deadline. An
offer of housing is NOT included with the offer of admission! All students are encour-
aged to visit the website at http://andromeda.rutgers.edu/~reslife/ for information

on our facilities. Click on the Applications link to access a downloadable version of
the housing application. International students in particular are advised to download
the housing application from the web to expedite the application process. The office
phone is 973/353-1037.

1i. Billing Information

The Cashier’s Office is responsible for the billing and collection of your tuition, fees,
housing, and dining charges. Your term bill must be submitted with payment in full
or arrangements must be made with the Cashier’s Office for partial payments by the
due date to complete registration. If you register late, please be prepared to pay your
term bill at registration. Students receiving fellowships and assistantships must bring
their term bills to the School of Criminal Justice Dean’s Office to receive an RT100

1n. Student Services
The School of Criminal Justice Library
The Don M. Gottfredson Library of Criminal Justice at Rutgers University
constitutes one of the finest special collections of crime and criminal justice
materials in the world. Rutgers acquired the library collection of the National
Council on Crime and Delinquency in 1984. Together with annual acquisitions
averaging more than 3,000 titles during the past few years, the collection now
consists of around 100,000 monographs, 7,000 dissertations, 2,500 bound
periodicals, 225 subscriptions to journals and periodicals, and 20,000 docu-
ments on microfiche.

The library routinely collects copies of research and statistical reports from
many state, federal, and international criminal justice agencies. In addition, a
significant number of foreign-language periodicals and books have been added
to the library in recent years. The library has had a contractual agreement with
Sage Publications by which additions to the collection are regularly abstracted,
providing a subject access to the collection. A substantial portion of these

new acquisitions is published quarterly in the paper edition of Criminal Justice
Abstracts, the primary reference source for criminal justice studies.

Other Libraries

Apart from the Don M. Gottfredson Library, students in the School of Criminal
Justice are served by Newark campus libraries: the John Cotton Dana Library
and the Law School Library. The John Cotton Dana Library is located in the
center of the campus plaza. The Dana Library has a collection of some 700,000
volumes (including approximately 250,000 federal and state publications),

as well as some 792,034 pieces of microform and 15,951 audiovisual items.
Subscriptions to more than 3,160 periodicals and other serials currently are
maintained. Students have access to the range of Rutgers University Libraries

- a network of 26 libraries across the campuses. There is a robust Interlibrary
Loan Service. There are many electronic databases which may be accessed from
the libraries website (www.libraries.rutgers.edu), and further information about
the Libraries is available on this site.

Computer Center

Rutgers University Computing Services (RUCS) provides computing, network-
ing, and information services in support of instructional, research, and adminis-
trative activities by the Rutgers community. All RUCS facilities and Coordinated
Instructional Facilities (CIF) are fully networked and are available to the entire
Rutgers community. Each matriculated student is provided with a computing
account to access communication, computing, and information services. Some
of the services include access to electronic mail through the Internet, access

to online library catalogs (including Rutgers’ own IRIS catalog), access to the
developing Campus Wide Information Service, word processing, spread sheet-
ing, desktop publishing, graphics, and access to national and local electronic
discussion groups. A computer laboratory reserved for the use of students in the
School of Criminal Justice provides them with access to specialized software,
RUNet servers, and the Internet. Students use the laboratory for introductory
and advanced course work, independent research projects, and their master’s
essays and dissertations. Specialized software, including that for mapping,
qualitative data management, and statistical analysis, allows students to keep
up with current developments in criminology and criminal justice. For more in-
formation regarding Computing Services, please visit http:/ncs.newark.rutgers.edu/.

Courses
may be considered for transfer credit after completing at least 12 credits with
grades of (B) or better in the Graduate School-Newark, and with the following
stipulations:

* Courses must have been graded with letter or numerical grades; neither
Pass nor Satisfactory will be accepted:;

* The student must have earned a grade of (B) or better in the course;
* Courses may not include work for a master’s thesis, or related research;

* Courses must normally form a part of the student’s program in his or her
field of concentration; and,

* Courses must normally have been taken during the six-year period prior
to the qualifying examination.

The responsibility for requesting advanced credit lies with the student. In apply-
ing for the transfer of credit, a student must obtain an official transcript of the
grades to be transferred and complete a Transfer of Credit Form that is available
in the Office of the Dean, School of Criminal Justice. Once completed, the
form and the official transcript should be submitted to the Associate Dean for
approval. The Associate Dean then submits both documents to the Dean of the
Graduate School-Newark for review and final authorization. When the transfer

is approved, the Registrar’s Office will record the transfer of credits on the
student’s transcript.

Students completing a master’s degree in criminal justice/criminology at
another university must meet with the Associate Dean to review their transcript.
This will ensure that they will not duplicate any course taken at Rutgers.

Exchange Registration

Criminal Justice doctoral students may take courses offered by another graduate
division of the University by consulting with the Associate Dean or The Graduate
Program Director. Course restrictions may be in effect, so it is wise to contact
the department offering the course(s) to see if you are able to gain access.
Doctoral students may also be eligible to take graduate courses at the New
Jersey Institute of Technology (NJIT) or the University of Medicine and Dentistry
of New Jersey (UMDNJ). In order to do so, students must

* Consult with The Graduate Program Director for approval;

* Register the course name, number, institution, and credits on the Rutgers
registration card;

* Complete the Exchange Registration Form obtained from the Graduate

School-Newark, Office of the Dean in Hill Hall; and
*. Complete any registration procedures required by NJIT or UMDNJ.

2g. Independent Study and Fieldwork
Students who decide to take a fieldwork course or an independent study course
while in attendance at the School of Criminal Justice should be aware of the
following rules and procedures. A student must complete 12 credits of course
work prior to enrollment in either fieldwork or independent study. Students
may accumulate no more than a total of 6 credits in either independent study
or fieldwork, or a combination of the two, toward the degree. Each student
must obtain the approval of a faculty member who agrees to supervise either
the fieldwork or independent study during the term prior to enrollment in the
course. The student must complete an application (Appendix C) that describes
his or her course work for the term. This form must be signed by the student
and the supervising faculty member. Once completed, the form should be re-
turned to the Dean’s office. The student is not permitted to enroll in a fieldwork
or an independent study course without a completed and approved application
submitted to the Dean’s office.

3. QUALIFYING EXAMINATION

Overview
Doctoral students must pass a written essay-type Qualifying Examination cover-
ing the three areas of the curriculum, Research Methods and Statistics, Crime
and Criminality and Law and the Criminal Justice System. The examination is
offered once each semester, and will be conducted by a three-person Qualifying
Examination Committee, whose membership will be appointed by the Dean on
a rotating basis. Students will use a computer for this examination. All students
will be provided with an un-graded copy of their examinations.

Purpose

The purpose of this examination is to test basic working familiarity with impor-
tant concepts in criminology and criminal justice and the capacity of students
to apply the knowledge they have acquired in their course work. The object

is not to test detailed knowledge of concepts. This should have been dong in
individual courses. The examination questions will generally relate to familiar
and enduring issues, though these might sometimes be framed in terms of a
less familiar topic, such as a current controversy in the media. The examiners
want to see how well students draw upon their knowledge, marshal facts, and
develop a coherent and consistent discussion in relation to the issues raised
by the question. These are essential requirements of research and scholarship.

4b. Core Area Exam Checklist
The student may then request an examination date approved by the Committee
Chair and the Dean, in accordance with the “Core Area Examination Checklist”,
Appendix D.

At least two weeks prior to the exam, students must submit in writing their
intention to sit for the exam to the Graduate Enrollment Coordinator. Students
will receive a written confirmation of the intent to take the exam. The format is

an eight-hour examination composed on a computer. The student will then meet
with the Chair of his or her Core Area Committee, and at least one additional
Committee member, to discuss the evaluation, and may be asked to clarify
aspects of his or her written answers.

4¢. Grading Procedures
Students may sit twice for the Core Area Examination. If unsuccessful, students
may appeal to the Ph.D. Committee. The Ph.D. Committee will consider the
following criteria:

* What is the candidate’s overall performance in the program?
* What is the Core Area Committee’s recommendation?

* |s there an upward trend in the attempts made?

* What strengths are evidenced in the most recent exam?

* Are there any good reasons to expect the candidate to succeed in the
future?

5. DISSERTATION (Defense)
Overview

The most distinct difference between all other advanced degrees and the doc-
torate is the requirement that each doctoral candidate perform original research
in the form of a doctoral dissertation. It is here that the candidate draws upon
the recently learned theories, research methods, and analytical skills to accom-
plish this task.

Purpose

Working under faculty direction, each candidate for the doctorate will pursue

an original investigation of a problem or problems within his or her area of
concentration and present the results of this investigation in a dissertation.

The dissertation topic must be approved by a faculty committee of at least four
members, who are appointed by The Graduate Program Director. The committee
chairperson, who supervises the investigation, must be a member of the gradu-
ate faculty and must have been approved for supervising doctoral research. One
committee member should be from outside the student’s degree program.

5a. Forming the Committee
The first step in the dissertation process is to locate a faculty member in the
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criminal justice program to serve as the Dissertation Chairperson. The candi-
date should identify a faculty member who is knowledgeable and interested

in the proposed dissertation topic. Once the Chair has accepted, three more
dissertation committee members must be secured, two from within the criminal
justice faculty and one member from outside the criminal justice program. A
criminal justice professor from outside Rutgers can be designated as the out-
side member of the Dissertation Committee. The selection of these committee
members should be completed with the recommendation and guidance of the
committee Chair. The student should inform The Graduate Program Director of
the composition of the committee and the dissertation topic in writing.

The candidate should begin registration for dissertation credit once the supervi-
sion committee has been selected. There is a minimum of 24 dissertation
credits needed to complete the Ph.D. in criminal justice. Once the dissertation
process has begun, the candidate must enroll for dissertation credits each
semester (minimum of 24 credits) until the dissertation is completed and
defended.

The student works with the advice of the Dissertation Chairperson to develop
preliminary guidelines for a dissertation. Once this is done, the committee
should meet to discuss the student’s dissertation proposal. If possible, this
meeting should include the outside committee member. As work on the dis-
sertation progresses, the student is advised to consult regularly with members
of his or her committee.

The candidate is expected to keep the committee informed of progress in his
or her work and to allow the panel to assist in developing the dissertation. The
committee agrees to give ample and early warning of any reservations it might
have about the student’s progress and must specify in writing the changes that
it requires to accept the dissertation.

5h. The Prospectus (Research Plan)
The second major step at the dissertation stage is the development of a disser-
tation prospectus (research plan). The prospectus explains what the candidate
intends to study, its importance to the field, proposed methods of investigation,
and a review of the relevant literature.

5¢. Defense of the Prospectus
Once the prospectus is completed, the doctoral candidate then presents and
defends it at a scheduled meeting that is open to fellow students and faculty.
(Copies of dissertation prospective are available in the Criminal Justice /NCCD

Library.) Defense dates are set by the Chair, with the approval of the Dean of
the School of Criminal Justice/ Graduate Program Director, and conveyed to
the Dean of the Graduate School-Newark. Notification of a defense must be
given at least four weeks prior to the set date. Copies of the prospectus must
be available in the Criminal Justice/NCCD Library for review at least two weeks

prior to the defense. Defenses can only be scheduled during the academic year,

normally on a Monday or a Wednesday. If defended successfully, each member
of the dissertation committee then signs the prospectus and the student is
eligible for admission to candidacy.

5d. Prospectus Defense Checklist
The “Prospectus Defense Checklist for Students” must be adhered to in sched-
uling the defense. The checklist is provided in Appendix E.

5e. Admission to Candidacy
The application for admission to candidacy must be obtained from the Graduate
School-Newark, Office of the Dean (Appendix F) and submitted to the Chair-
person of the Ph.D. Committee at the successful defense of the prospectus.
(This is the first of two times that the doctoral student must secure this form
from the Graduate School-Newark, Dean’s Office in Hill Hall. The second is the
day the student defends the dissertation.) The cover page and Part I, Qualifying
Examination Committee Report, are completed. The application should then
be returned, properly signed by the members of the Ph.D. Committee, to the
Graduate School office in Hill Hall.
Once the examination has been passed, the student must continue in registra-
tion, whether for courses, dissertation research, or matriculation continued, in
order to maintain status as a candidate.

5f. Completion and Defense of the Dissertation -

Final Examination

With a successfully defended prospectus in hand, the third major step of the
dissertation process is entered, that is, executing the prospectus. This usually
consists of collecting data, analyzing it as described in the prospectus, and
reporting the results and implications. If these chapters are acceptable to the
committee members, then it is time to schedule the dissertation defense.
Defense dates are set by the Chair, with the approval of the Dean of the School
of Criminal Justice/ Graduate Program Director, and conveyed to the Dean of
the Graduate School-Newark. Notification of a defense must be given at least
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four weeks prior to the set date. Copies of the dissertation must be available in
the Criminal Justice/NCCD Library for review at least two weeks prior to the de-
fense. All defenses can only be scheduled during the academic year, normally
on a Monday or a Wednesday. The dissertation defense must be completed by
the announced deadlines for October and January diplomas).

All interested parties are welcome to attend any dissertation defense. At the
time of the dissertation defense (final examination), candidates must obtain
from the Graduate School office their candidacy applications (on which the
results of the qualifying examinations were recorded--following the successful
prospectus defense). The application, with Part Il, Final Examination Commit-
tee Report, properly signed by the dissertation committee members, must be
returned when two copies of the dissertation are filed. Names of those failing

to meet this deadline will be removed automatically from the commencement
lists. For further details, see Deadline Dates in the Degree Requirements chapter
of the Graduate School-Newark catalog.

Once the Program Director certifies that all program requirements have been
completed for the degree of doctor of philosophy, the candidate must return
the candidacy application to the Office of the Dean. Additional materials to be
submitted at this time include one original and one photocopy of the disserta-
tion on 100 percent cotton-content bond paper, two copies of the title page
and abstract, the receipted payment form for microfilming, the microfilming
agreement form, and additional survey forms as required. All of the above ma-
terials must be submitted to the Office of the Dean no later than the announced
deadlines for completing degree requirements. The names of those failing to
meet these deadlines are removed automatically from the commencement list
for that degree date.

5g. Dissertation Defense Checklist
The “Dissertation Defense Checklist for Students” (Appendix G) must be
adhered to in scheduling the defense.

5h. Dissertation Format
The final draft of the dissertation should be prepared in strict accordance with
the instructions given in the pamphlet, Thesis Form, available at the Graduate
School-Newark Office of the Dean in Hill Hall. After the dissertation has been
accepted by the committee, the original and one copy are to be filed with the
Graduate School-Newark Office of the Dean in Hill Hall with all final academic
documents as the calendar indicates, no later than the announced deadlines

for completion of degree requirements. The degree candidate should contact
the Graduate School-Newark Office of the Dean regarding the deadlines (973/
353-5834).

With the dissertation, the candidate is required to submit an abstract not
exceeding 350 words, embodying the principal findings of the research. As in
the case of the dissertation, the abstract must be approved by the Chair and
accepted by the other members of the student’s committee.

The dissertation style guide located at http://gsn.newark.rutgers.edu/downloads.html
provides information on formatting of the dissertation.

9i. Publication of Dissertation and Academic Data
After the granting of the doctorate, the Graduate School-Newark will have the
dissertation microfilmed. The dissertation must, therefore, be prepared with
the same care as if it were to appear in printed form. The abstract that must ac-
company the dissertation will be published in Dissertation Abstracts and must
also be ready for publication when it is submitted to the Dean of the Graduate
School-Newark.
ProQuest Information and Learning Company will microfilm the dissertation and
publish the abstract. A copy of the dissertation resides with ProQuest, and mi-
crofiche or paper copies can be ordered of dissertations stored with ProQuest.
Information concerning the preparation of the dissertation and abstract, and the
agreement with the University Microfilms which the candidate is to sign, are
available in the Office of the Dean of the Graduate School. Students must pay
a fee for microfilming, plus a binding fee, payable at the business office, 249
University Avenue, Newark, NJ 07102. The candidacy form must be presented
at the business office when payment is made. Registration of copyright is also
available for an additional fee. All appropriate fees must be paid before the
degree can be issued.

6. GRADUATION
It is the responsibility of the student to complete all requirements for gradua-
tion by the scheduled dates listed. Degrees are conferred by the University and
diplomas awarded once a year at the annual spring commencement, only after
a formal application has been filed with the Registrar (see below) and upon
recommendation of the faculty. However, students who file the applications and
meet all other requirements for the degree by the announced October of January
dates will have a diploma dated for the respective month, although they will not
receive it until the following spring. Students may, therefore, request a tempo-
rary certificate of completion by submitting a written request to the Office of the
Dean of the Graduate School-Newark.
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6a. Application for Diploma
The two-part form entitled Graduate Diploma Application, obtainable from the
Registrar or School of Criminal Justice, must be completed and submitted by
the degree candidate in accordance with the calendar below:

Commencement deadline
Commencement occurs in May. In order to receive your degree, students must
file the application on or before March 15th of a given year. Although you can
be certified as having earned the degree before that time, you cannot receive
your official diploma until commencement.
If the candidate does not complete all requirements in time for the diploma date
specified, the student must file another application. In addition, the diploma is
withheld from any student who is under financial obligation to the university. For
your reference, the Graduate Diploma Application form is provided in Appendix
H and can also be accessed at the Newark Registrar's homepage,
http://registrar.rutgers.edu/NW/NWINDEX.HTM under printable forms.

PROCEDURES FOR GRANTING OR DENYING DEGREES

The Ph.D. Committee takes the following into consideration in decisions to
grant or deny degrees:

* Students must successfully complete the requirements outlined in this
document. All requirements for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy
should be completed within seven (7) years of the first matriculation in
the criminal justice Ph.D. program.

* Students may normally sit only three times for the Qualifying exam and
twice for the Core area exam. Specific appeal criteria for the Qualifying
and Core Area Examinations are outlined above.

* Grades of A should be earned in at least half the formal course work. Grades
of B or better will be expected; no more than 3 credits bearing the grade of C
(or C+) will be allowed in meeting the requirements for the degree.

* Procedures for completing the dissertation are outlined above. All dis-
sertation committee members must approve the final draft.

* Students whose progress in unsatisfactory may be asked to discuss their
situation with the Graduate Director or the Associate Dean.

Due Process with Regard to Examinations

* Students will be notified in a timely manner of the Qualifying Examina-
tion, Core Area Examination, Prospectus Defense, and Dissertation
Defense (Final Examination) results.

* Students who fail any of the examinations above will be provided with an
explanation of the reasons for the negative decision.

* |n cases in which a student believes that the examination policies/pro-
cedures outlined in this document have not been followed, resulting in a
failed examination, the student may appeal to the Chair, Ph.D. Committee,
in writing within ten school days of receipt of the examination grade, and
shall state the grounds for the appeal, citing the policies/procedures not
adhered to, and how the non-adherence resulted in the failed examination.

* The Chair, whose decision is final, shall render a decision within ten school
days of the receipt of the appeal. For purposes of this procedure, “school
day” is any day classes are in session, excluding summer session.

Academic Probation

If a student receives more than one grade of C, G+ or F, the Ph.D. Committee
would recommend separation from the program to the Dean of the Graduate
School-Newark. However, a probationary period of one term would be normal
prior to such recommendation.

The Ph.D. Committee, in its annual review of student progress, will take into
account performance on examinations (Qualifying Examination, Core Area
Examination, Prospectus Defense, and Dissertation Defense) as well as course
work. A student who fails two attempts at any examination may be placed on
probation for one term following the second failure if permitted to continug in
the program.

When academic progress problems occur, the Ph.D. Committee will notify

the student in writing of its concern about the student’s performance. Such a
warning should specify the source of the concern, the applicable rules, and the
proposed action. Warnings should state when and on what basis a recommen-
dation for academic dismissal will be considered by the Committee.
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Termination of Studies

Students may be required to terminate their graduate studies and withdraw from
the Graduate School-Newark if they fail to meet the minimum requirements of
the program. Conditional requirements established at the time of admission
must be satisfied by each student in question. Non-adherence to the schedule
of the Time Limits for Degree may constitute a basis for termination. (All re-
quirements for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy should be completed within
seven (7) years of the first matriculation in the criminal justice Ph.D. program.)
The Ph.D. Committee, in its annual review of individual student progress, will
take into account performance on all examinations, as well as course work.
Examinations include the Qualifying Examination, the Core Area Examination,
the Prospectus Defense, and the Dissertation Defense. Following the annual
review, the student will be notified, in writing, of any deficiencies. Unless the
student’s specified deficiencies are corrected to the satisfaction of the Ph.D.
Committee by the time of the next review, termination from the program could
be recommended.

Following a probationary period, a student who fails to meet the provisions of
the warning should be considered by the Ph.D. Committee for dismissal. The
student may be asked or may request to speak on their behalf at a meeting of
the Ph.D. Committee for that purpose and may be assisted in his or her presen-
tation by a member of the Rutgers University community.

If the Ph.D. Committee’s decision is to dismiss, such decision shall be in writ-
ing, shall specify the reasons for dismissal and all warnings communicated to
the student.

Appeal of a Decision to Terminate Studies - Appeal from the Ph.D. Com-
mittee’s decision may be made to the Dean of the Graduate School-Newark.
Such appeal shall be in writing, shall be made within 10 school days of receipt
of the program faculty’s decision and shall state the grounds for appeal. The
grounds for appeal are: 1) technical error; 2) new information; and 3) extenuat-
ing circumstances.

The Dean of the Graduate School-Newark, whose decision is final, shall render
a decision within ten school days of the appeal. For purposes of this procedure,
“school day” is any day classes are in session, excluding summer session.

Student Grade Complaint

Student complaints about grades shall, where possible, be handled within the
structure of the graduate degree program.

In the first instance, the student should confer informally with the instructor who
recorded the grade in question. Such conference shall take place within ten

school days of notification of the grade. If the matter is not resolved between
the student and the instructor, the student should, within ten days, take the
issue to the Dean of the School of Criminal Justice or a designee for review and
mediation. The Dean, or designee, within ten days notification of the dispute,
shall consult with all parties and propose a resolution. If this is unsuccessful,
the matter shall be referred to the Ph.D. Committee. This committee shall render
a decision within 15 school days. In arriving at a decision, the committee may
consult with whomever it chooses and may, in extraordinary cases, ask third
parties from among the faculty to review the grade question.

Appeal from the Ph.D. Committee’s decision may be made to the Dean of the
Graduate School-Newark. Such appeal shall be in writing, shall be within ten
days of receipt of the program faculty’s decision, and shall state the grounds for
appeal as listed above under termination of studies.

The Dean, whose decision is final, shall render a decision within ten school
days of receipt of the appeal.

OTHER CREDIT REQUIREMENTS
Matriculation Continued

Students who are obliged to interrupt their studies, may, with the approval of the
Dean, register for matriculation continued. There is no tuition fee for this regis-
tration, although a fee is charged. This category of registration is available only
to students not present on campus, and not using faculty time and university
research facilities. Current rates can be accessed at
http://newarkbusinessoffice.rutgers.edu/. Students who are away from campus
but working on their dissertations and are in contact with their committees
should register for dissertation research.

Time Limit for Incomplete Grades

After the end of a course, up to one year is allowed for incomplete work to be
made up and for a change of grade to be authorized by the instructor. After a
year, no change of grade may be made, and the incomplete grade will turn into
an “F” and remain on the student’s permanent record.

If a criminal justice doctoral student accumulates 12 or more credits of incom-
plete course work, future course registration shall be denied unless waived in
specific cases by the Dean of the Graduate School-Newark.

Undergraduate Courses

No undergraduate course credits are allowed toward the criminal justice
doctoral degree.

SCHOOL OF CRIMINAL JUSTICE GRADUATE COURSES

* Please note that not all courses are offered every year

27:202:511 Theories of Crime and Criminality (3) Wide survey of criminological theories
using original sources. Theories that derive from biological, psychological, sociological, geographic, eco-
nomic, and political perspectives included. Development of criminological theory reviewed; fundamental
distinctions between classical and positivist theories and between theories of crime and criminality
discussed. Relationship between theory and policy considered along with the prospects for developing a
true general theory. Required Course — Ph.D.

27:202:512 Measurement and Correlates of Crime (3) Review and critique of major
sources of data for measurement of crime and victimization: official records, surveys of crime victimiza-
tion in households and individuals, and self-report methods. Data collection procedures and sources for
each data source analyzed; sources of measurement error identified. Analyze procedures for aggregat-
ing and reporting data and for measuring crime rates. Review patterns and trends over time in specific
forms of crime; identify geographic and demographic correlates according to each data source. Factors
influencing disparities and convergence between data sets analyzed. Crime rates compared for U.S. and
international data, as well as for specific regions within the United States.

27:202:514 Drugs, Alcohol, and Crime (3) Seminar. Review of contemporary knowledge on
the many drug-crime relationships. Review of articles that represent dominant views and consideration of
alternative perspectives and criticism of empirical research and theory. Survey of the literature examines
theory, research, intervention strategies, and crime control policies. Both adolescent and adult behaviors,
and also the varieties of licit and illicit drugs associated with crime and delinquency, considered.

27:202:517 Violent Crime (3) Investigates and analyzes aggression and violence as forms of indi-
vidual, group, and societal behavior. Includes an assessment of anthropological, biological, philosophi-
cal, political, and sociological theories. Combines student presentations and projects with lectures and
tutorials.

27:202:518 Advanced Criminological Theory (3) Contemporary criminological theories
analyzed and evaluated. Assessments of theoretical advances, including theory integration and general
theories of crime.

27:202:520 The Criminal Justice System (3) Foundation and overview of the criminal justice
system and process. Focuses on critical decisions with emphasis on contemporary issues, controversies,
and trends.

27:202:521 Law in the Criminal Justice System (3) Overview of criminal law and proce-
dure. Introduces statutory and case law reasoning as well as empirical information, using the area of the
criminal law dealing with the insanity defense, the definitional elements of common law crimes, and the
aims of criminal law and procedure. Required Course — Ph.D.

27:202:525 Justice, Law, and Policy (3) Multidisciplinary overview of key institutions, pro-
cesses, and policy issues regarding crime and justice. Includes readings and discussion on: traditional
criminal justice institutions and processes; the role of private sector and community organizations in
crime control; law and justice policy in a federal system; crime prevention and institutional responses to
crime; emerging cross-national issues in crime, law, and policy. Required Course — M.A.

27:202:528 Problem Analysis (3) This course will focus on defining and analyzing problems com-
monly faced in justice and related agencies. Examples may be drawn from: inmate classification systems;

institution population models and prediction; crime analysis; case tracking and analysis for community
corrections; application of bail classification matrixes. Topics will include: problem statement and formu-
lation; fundamentals of statistics and data analysis; and documentation and principles of measurement.
Required Course — M.A.

27:202:529 Planning and Evaluation (3) This course will focus on program planning and
evaluation, the kinds of things executives, managers, and planning and oversight agencies do. Additional
topics on statistics and other forms of analysis will be covered. The course will examine traditional evalu-
ation designs and case studies, generally through an action research framework. Topics will include: logic
modeling; evaluating/ assessing policies and programs; probability and nonprobability sampling; and
overview of data collection techniques. Prerequisite 27:202:528. Required Course — M.A.

27:202:531 Probation, Parole, and Intermediate Sanctions (3) Analysis of the theories
and practices of probation, parole, and intermediate sanctions. Emphasis on understanding-as human-
service organizations-the functions of probation, parole, and intermediate sanctions. Special attention
given to policy developments in the field.

27:202:532 Adult Incarceration (3) Traces the historical development of institutions for confine-
ment and analyzes present trends in correctional practice. Reviews characteristics of various correctional
policies and analyzes prison life. Special emphasis on current trends and controversies.

27:202:533 Policing (3) Examines the police role and law enforcement policy, police organization,
personnel issues, management, and operations, as well as coordination and consolidation of police
service, police integrity, and community relations.

27:202:534 Prosecution and the Courts (3) Reviews functions and practices of prosecutors,
with special reference to an analysis of the interrelationships among charging, conviction, and sentencing,
and in relation to the functions of police and probation staff. Provides an overview of court goals, func-
tions, and potential for system reform.

27:202:535 Juvenile Justice (3) Focuses on history and philosophy of juvenile justice, landmark
court cases, police handling of juveniles, the juvenile court, and juvenile corrections and rehabilitation.

27:202:536 Comparative Criminal Justice Systems (3) Examines world crime and crimi-
nal justice surveys of the United Nations; analyzes the relationship between crime rates and differential
criminal justice systems, as well as socioeconomic development indicators. In-depth analysis of different
worldwide approaches to law enforcement, criminal procedure and criminal law, and juvenile justice and
corrections.

27:202:541 Foundations of Scholarship (3) Develops rudimentary tools needed for conducting
research and for writing reports and scholarly papers in the field of criminal justice. Explores approaches
to writing a research paper, report writing, forms of documentation, library resources, data sources,
presentation techniques, legal research, and computer usage.

Required Course — M.A.

27:202:543 Intermediate Statistics (3) Provides students with sufficient theoretical background
and practical experience to enable them to analyze multivariate interval and ratio-level data. Required
Course Co-requisite: 27:202:640. Required Course — Ph.D.

27:202:553 Master's Project Seminar (3) Continuation of 27:202:528 and 529. This is the cap-
stone class for all Masters students. This seminar-style class will examine how research informs policy.
Students will produce a comprehensive research paper. This class must be taken in conjunction with the
Fieldwork class. Prerequisite 27:202:525, 528, 529, 541.

Required Course — M.A.
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27:202:555 J.D. /M.A. Degree Essay (6) The 6-credit paper is the heart of the joint-degree
program. Intended to ensure that the cross-fertilization of disciplines is successful.

27:202:556 Fieldwork in Criminal Justice (3) Firsthand experience in the day-to-day operation
a criminal justice program under the guidance and supervision of a faculty member and a practitioner in
the field-placement area. Prerequisite: 12 credits of course work completed prior to enrollment. Interested
students should meet with their advisers for further information.

Required Course — M.A.

27:202:610 Crime Control Theory and Research (3) Seminar. Analyze theory and research
on crime control, including theories of deterrence and social control, their applications in crime control
strategies, and the impacts of crime control strategies based on general and specific deterrence, as well
as incapacitation strategies. Review and critique research on the effects of criminal and civil legal sanc-
tions and problems in implementing effective sanctions. Methodological issues in the research on crime
control assessed. Research on applications of crime control theory to specific crime problems reviewed.

27:202:612 White Collar Crime (3) Surveys the history and scope of the study of white collar
crime. Discusses issues of definition, examines empirical evidence, and reviews the contributions of
white collar crime studies.

27:202:614 Communities and Crime (3) Surveys and analyzes literature on the demography
and ecology of crime. Includes reviews of research and theory that address the influences of economics,
demography, social organization, and political economy on crimes within cities and neighborhoods.
Combines student presentations of published articles with lectures, tutorials, and student projects.

27:202:616 Environmental Crime Prevention (3) Theoretical background to opportunity-
reducing crime prevention through situational prevention (including key concepts of rational choice and
displacement) and its relationship to crime prevention through environmental design, defensible space,
and problem- oriented policing. Case studies illustrate the practical and policy difficulties of situational
prevention.

27:202:619 Organized Grime (3) Defines organized crime and its history and examines criminolog-
ical theories to explain it. Also covers nontraditional or so-called emergent organized crime groups, such
as urban street gangs, motorcycle gangs, and prison gangs. Examines various investigation, prosecution,
and sentencing policies, and considers the policy implications for the future.

27:202:621 Sentencing (3) Examines the objectives of sentencing convicted adult offenders.
Discusses criticisms of the traditional rehabilitation-oriented view of sentencing and considers alternative
sentencing theories, including incapacitative, deterrence, and "just desserts" models. Techniques for
limiting sentencing discretion, including mandatory minimum sentences, presumptive sentences, and
sentencing guidelines, also discussed, as well as noncustodial penalties

27:202:624 Criminal Procedure and the Constitution (3) Advanced seminar. Examines
institutions, phases, and procedural rules of the criminal justice process. Emphasizes critical evaluation of
assumptions, realities, purpose, and effects.

27:202:625 Law and Society (3) The sociology of law; some emphasis also on jurisprudential
thought and the political analysis of legal institutions. Explores the sources of law and functions and
dysfunctions of law in action. Reviews institutional roles of courts, legislatures, and administrative agen-
cies. Includes topics of particular current interest, such as alternative dispute resolution, how the law can
help or impede social change, whether Americans have become too litigious, or race and gender issues
in achieving justice.

27:202:631 Politics in Criminal Justice (3) Deals with crime as a political issue and examines

how conflicting political philosophies influence criminal justice policy.

27:202:640 Advanced Research Methods (3) Analyzes research strategies and methods for
research in criminal justice and criminology. Includes analysis of links between theories and methods.
Provides detailed review of quantitative and qualitative methods, including research design, sampling,
measurement, data collection, and ethical concerns. Co-requisite: 27:202:543 Prerequisites: basic
knowledge of research design in the social sciences. Required Course — Ph.D.

27:202:645 Advanced Scholarship (3) Preparation of a paper for submission to a peer-reviewed
journal. All aspects of paper presentation addressed, and the differences between a paper for publication
ina journal and other forms of professional writing (such as proposal- and report-writing) explored. May
include synthesis of literature to prepare Core Area Plan. Prerequisite: 27:202:541 or enroliment in the
doctoral program.

27:202:648 Qualitative Research Methods (3) Ethnographic and qualitative field methods and
their applications to problems of crime and criminal justice. Includes definition of appropriate research
problems; data collection, interviewing, and participant observation; ethical issues of protecting human
subjects; coding and analysis of qualitative data; inductive theory construction; presentation of findings;
and coordinating qualitative with quantitative methods. Requires collection and analysis of some original
data. Also includes microcomputer-based qualitative data analysis techniques. Prerequisites: 27:202:640.

27:202:650 Independent Study (3) Study under the supervision and guidance of a faculty mem-
ber. Prerequisite: 12 credits of course work completed prior to enrollment. Interested students should
meet with their advisers for further information.

27:202:651 Teaching Practicum in Criminal Justice (3) Under faculty supervision, doc-
toral students assigned to instruct undergraduate criminal justice courses within county, private, and state
colleges, and in divisions of the university. Placements made by the supervising faculty member and
the cooperating institution. Instructional placements not guaranteed. In addition, special-topic courses
including race and crime, victimology, and crime in time and space offered.

26:202:701,702,703,704 Dissertation Research in

Criminal Justice (3,3,3,BA) Required of all students involved in preparation, data collection, and
writing of Ph.D. doctoral dissertation.

27:202:800 Matriculation Continued (M.A.) (E1)
26:202:800 Matriculation Continued (Ph.D.) (E-BA)
27:202:877 Teaching Assistantship

Students who hold teaching assistantships are required to enroll in this
course for 3 or 6 E credits per term.
